AGREEMENT TO PROCESS ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT 

The authorized signatures of (Organization Name) and ________________ (“Contractor”) signify acceptance of the terms of this agreement.    

Services to be Provided
Contractor agrees to accept, process and market electronic equipment collected by (Organization Name) on (Collection Dates).  Contractor agrees to perform said activities according to fee schedule submitted in its proposal and included herein as Attachment 1.  

Items to be Collected
Contractor agrees to accept the following materials from (Organization Name) : 


Personal and business computers, including desk top and lap top units, and mainframes


Televisions and Monitors


Miscellaneous computer items, including circuit boards, CD-ROM drives, hard drives, keyboards, mice, modems, floppy disk drives, tape drives, switch boxes, etc.


Major office equipment, including printers, copy machines, fax machines, scanners, etc.


Minor office equipment, including typewriters, word processors, calculators, paper shredders, adding machines, postage machines, etc.


Consumer electronics, including stereos, speakers, receivers, VCRs, portable radios and CD players, camcorders, cameras, game controllers, video game players, etc.


Telecommunications equipment, including telephones, cellular telephones, pagers, answering machines, intercom systems, etc.


Miscellaneous items, including cable, wire, power tools, etc.

Contractor will not accept: small home appliances (including microwaves, coffee makers, humidifiers, blenders, vacuums, fans, irons, lamp fixtures, etc.); large home appliances (including air conditioners, stoves, refrigerators, freezers, etc.); and household hazardous waste (including paint, cleaners, etc.).

Collection of Items
(Organization Name) agrees to: 1) conduct all promotion and advertisement for the collection; 2) provide the collection site, labor, supplies and equipment necessary to conduct the collection; 3) place items into gaylord boxes on pallets; 4) place all gaylords into semi-trailers for transportation (double-stacking is acceptable).        

Transportation of Items
(Organization Name) agrees to provide semi-trailers in which collected items will be placed and to provide transportation of collected items to Contractor’s facility.

Unloading of Items
Contractor agrees to unload delivered items at its facility located at __________________________.  Delivery of materials must occur between (Delivery Hours) Monday - Friday.  All items delivered become the property of Contractor.

Reporting on Processed Items
Within ninety (90) days of delivery, Contractor agrees to provide (Organization Name) with a detailed summary on the amount (pounds) of materials processed.

Non - Discrimination
Contractor agrees to abide by Section 2-105a of the Illinois Human Rights Act.

Employment Issues
Contractor agrees it is an independent contractor.  Supplies provided and services performed pursuant to this agreement are not rendered as an employee of (Organization Name) and any money received by Contractor, if any, pursuant to this agreement does not constitute compensation paid to an employee.  (Organization Name) assumes no liability for actions of Contractor or its subcontractors under this agreement.  Contractor shall maintain sufficient supervision and control of its operation to ensure that services enumerated herein shall be performed in a good and professional manner at all times.

Licenses and Related Laws
Contractor, by signing this agreement, warrants that Contractor, its employees and its contractors which will perform services requiring a license will have and maintain any required license.  However, Contractor may meet the license requirement through use of a subcontractor; provided however Contractor’s use of a subcontractor in that circumstance does not relieve Contractor of any obligations under the agreement.  Contractor also agrees that it will comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and regulations of any kind whatsoever in the performance of this agreement.

Assignment
This agreement is not assignable unless agreed to by the parties in writing.

Termination
This agreement may be terminated, for any or no reason, at the option of either party upon thirty (30) days written notice to the other party.

Liability and Insurance
Contractor agrees to assume all risk of loss and to indemnify and hold the (Organization Name), its officers, agents and employees, harmless from and against any and all liabilities, demands, claims, suits, losses, damages, causes of action, fines or judgments, including costs, attorneys' and witnesses' fees, and expenses incident thereto, for injuries to persons (including death) and for loss of, damage to, or destruction of property because of or arising out of Contractor’s or its subcontractor’s negligent or intentional acts or omissions.

Contractor further agrees to maintain adequate insurance to protect (Organization Name) against such risks.  Contractor shall carry public liability, casualty and auto insurance in sufficient amount to protect (Organization Name) from liability for acts of Contractor.  Minimum acceptable coverage for bodily injury shall be $250,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence and for property damage, $100,000 per occurrence.  Contractor shall carry Worker's Compensation Insurance in amount required by law.

Contractor also assumes full responsibility for and shall indemnify (Organization Name) for all loss or damage of whatsoever kind and nature to any and all (Organization Name) property resulting from the negligent acts or omissions of Contractor or any employee, agent, or representative of Contractor or its subcontractor. Choice of Law
This agreement and Contractor’s obligations and services hereunder are hereby made and must be performed in compliance with all applicable federal and state laws. This agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois.   

Agreement Severability
In the event that any one or more of the provisions contained in this agreement shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions and the agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained in it.

Survival
The provisions on Licenses and Related Laws, Liability and Insurance, Choice of Law and Agreement Severability shall survive the term of this agreement.
