Disclaimer:  This model ordinance is intended to be used as an aid in developing an ordinance for your unit of local government.  This document has not been reviewed by an attorney.  You should have your attorney review and approve any ordinance you develop before enacting it.

I.
NUISANCES

Purpose and Intent
The purpose of this Solid Waste Ordinance is to provide for the protection of the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of “NAME” County by proscribing the nuisances as defined within the following body of this ordinance.  These nuisances shall be considered potentially injurious to public safety, health and welfare, and as such shall be considered unlawful.  It is the intent of the County of “NAME” to establish efficient administrative procedures to enforce the regulations on property within the County, but outside of the corporate limits of any city, village or incorporated town therein, to provide a prompt process to address alleged violations, and to establish standards to be used by the County to abate public nuisances.  This Solid Waste Ordinance further serves to establish procedures, as authorized by both County and State law, providing for the enforcement of the provisions herein.

Enforcement of this Solid Waste Ordinance may be conducted by the **County Agencies Named** or a concerted effort between two or more of these Agencies, depending on the nature of the alleged violation(s).

II.
Definitions: 

Unless otherwise specified, for purposes of this Solid Waste Ordinance certain terms, phrases, words, and their derivatives shall be construed, as specified in this section.  Terms, phrases, and words used in the singular include the plural and the plural the singular.  Where terms, phrases, and words are not defined herein within this Solid Waste Ordinance they shall have their ordinary and commonly accepted meaning within the context in which they are used.  The following definitions shall apply in the interpretation and enforcement of this ordinance:

Abandoned Vehicle:  Any vehicle in a state of disrepair rendering the vehicle incapable of being driven in its condition or any vehicle that has not been moved or used for 7 consecutive days or more and is apparently deserted. (625 ILCS 5/1-101.05; Section 1-101.05)
Abate:  To repair, replace, remove, destroy, or otherwise remedy a condition which constitutes a violation of this Solid Waste Ordinance by such means and in such a manner and to such an extent as the Inspector determines is necessary in the interest of the public health, safety, and welfare of the County.

Administrator:  The Administrator of the Agency or his/her designee.

Agency:  The county agency designated to enforce solid waste ordinances.

Agricultural Waste:  Any refuse, except garbage and dead animals, generated on a farm or ranch by crop and livestock production practices including such items as bags, cartons, dry bedding, structural materials, and crop residues, but excluding landscape wastes and trade waste.
Air Pollution:  The presence in the atmosphere of one or more contaminants in sufficient quantities and of such characteristics and duration as to be injurious to human, plant, or animal life, to health, or to property, or to unreasonably interfere with the enjoyment of life or property.

Attractive Nuisance:  Any artificial condition existing on land which presents an unreasonable risk of harm to children, who, because of their youth, may not discover the condition or realize the risk of intermeddling or coming within the area of danger, and the utility to the possessor of maintaining the condition and the burden of eliminating the danger are slight as compared to the risk to children. Attractive nuisances shall include, but are not limited to, the following:

(a) Vacant buildings or structures which possess unsecured doors or windows; 

(b) Abandoned wells or shafts which are not securely sealed or covered; 

(c) Basements and excavations which are unprotected or unfenced.

Clean Construction or Demolition Debris:   Uncontaminated broken concrete without protruding metal bars, bricks, rock, stone, reclaimed asphalt pavement, or soil generated from construction or demolition activities.  Clean construction or demolition debris does not include uncontaminated soil generated during construction, remodeling, repair, and demolition of utilities, structures, and roads provided the uncontaminated soil is not commingled with any clean construction or demolition debris or other waste.  

To the extent allowed by federal law, clean construction or demolition debris shall not be considered "waste" if it is:
(i)   used as fill material outside of a setback zone if the fill is placed no higher than the highest point of elevation existing prior to the filling immediately adjacent to the fill area, and if covered by sufficient uncontaminated soil to support vegetation within 30 days of the completion of filling or if covered by a road or structure, or 

(ii)   separated or processed and returned to the economic mainstream in the form of raw materials or products, if it is not speculatively accumulated and, if used as a fill material, it is used in accordance with item (i) within 30 days of its generation, or 

(iii)   solely broken concrete without protruding metal bars used for erosion control, or  
(iv)   generated from the construction or demolition of a building, road, or other structure and used to construct, on the site where the construction or demolition has taken place, a manmade functional structure not to exceed 20 feet  above the highest point of elevation of the property immediately adjacent to the new manmade functional structure as that elevation existed prior to the creation of that new structure, provided that the structure shall be covered with sufficient soil materials to sustain vegetation or by a road or structure, and further provided that no such structure shall be constructed within a home rule municipality with a population over 500,000 without the consent of the municipality.” (415 ILCS / 5/3.160(b))
Clean Wood Building Debris:  The wooden remains of a building.  The term excludes rubber asphalt and non-wooden materials.

Contaminant:  Any solid, liquid, or gaseous matter, any odor, or any form of energy, from whatever source. 

Control:  The ability to regulate, restrain, dominate, counteract, or govern property or conduct that occurs on a property.

Disaster:  A major disaster declared by the President of the United States or the Governor of Illinois.

Disaster Area:  An area in which a major disaster has been declared by the President of the United States or the Governor of Illinois.
Disposal:  The discharge, deposit, injection, dumping, spilling, leaking or placing of any waste into or on any land or water or into any well so that such waste or any constituent thereof may enter the environment or be emitted into the air or discharged into any waters, including groundwater.  As used in this Solid Waste Ordinance, "disposal" includes methods of storage or treatment in which there is no certain plan to remove wastes or waste residues from the storage or treatment unit to another unit for ultimate disposal.
Domicile Waste:  Any refuse generated on domiciliary property as a result of domiciliary activities.  The term excludes landscape waste, garbage and trade waste.

Farm:  (A) Where farms are exempt from the provisions of this Ordinance, they shall be defined as follows: A tract or tracts of land used in the production of food or fiber or other agricultural operations of such extent and character as generally prevail on farms and shall include farm residences, buildings, and other structures located on the farm, and being accessories to a farm operation.  It shall be a farm in fact and not in name only….OR

(B) "Agricultural land" or "farmland" means all land in farms including cropland, hay land, pastureland, forestland, corrals, gardens and orchards, land used for farmsteads, buildings, barns, and machinery sheds, adjacent yards or corrals, pens, waste lagoons, feedlots, farmstead or feedlot windbreaks, grain bins, lanes for farm residences and fields, field windbreaks, ponds, commercial feedlots, greenhouses, nurseries, broiler facilities and farm landing strips.  (35 ILCS 200/1‑60) …..OR


(C) Farm. Sec. 1‑60.  When used in connection with valuing land and buildings for an agricultural use, any property used solely for the growing and harvesting of crops; for the feeding, breeding and management of livestock; for dairying or for any other agricultural or horticultural use or combination thereof; including, but not limited to, hay, grain, fruit, truck or vegetable crops, floriculture, mushroom growing, plant or tree nurseries, orchards, forestry, sod farming and greenhouses; the keeping, raising and feeding of livestock or poultry, including dairying, poultry, swine, sheep, beef cattle, ponies or horses, fur farming, bees, fish and wildlife farming. The dwellings and parcels of property on which farm dwellings are immediately situated shall be assessed as a 
part of the farm. Improvements, other than farm dwellings, shall be assessed as a part of the farm and in addition to the farm dwellings when such buildings contribute in whole or in part to the operation of the farm. For purposes of this Code, "farm" does not include property which is primarily used for residential purposes even though some farm products may be grown or farm animals bred or fed on the property incidental to its primary use. The ongoing removal of oil, gas, coal or any other mineral from property used for farming shall not cause that property to not be considered as used solely for farming.   (Source: P.A. 86‑1481; 87‑877; 88‑455.)
Garbage:  Waste resulting from the handling, processing, preparation, cooking and consumption of food or food products, and wastes from the handling, processing, storage, and sale of produce.

Inspector: The legally designated Inspector of “NAME” County or the duly authorized representative or agent of the Administrator.

Landscape Waste:  All accumulations of grass or shrubbery cuttings, leaves, tree limbs and other vegetative materials accumulated as the result of the care of lawns, shrubbery, vines and trees.

Liquid Waste:  Any waste that is neither a solid nor a gas.

Litter:  Any discarded, used or unconsumed substance or waste. "Litter" may include, but is not limited to, any garbage, trash, refuse, debris, rubbish, grass clippings or other lawn or garden waste, newspaper, magazines, glass, metal, plastic or paper containers or other packaging, construction material, abandoned vehicle (as defined in the Illinois Vehicle Code), motor vehicle parts, furniture, oil, carcass of a dead animal, any nauseous or offensive matter of any kind, any object likely to injure any person or create a traffic hazard, potentially infectious medical waste as defined in Section 3.360 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, or anything else of an unsightly or unsanitary nature, which has been discarded, abandoned or otherwise disposed of improperly. (415 ILCS 105/3)


Manure:  The excrement of all domestic animals and fowl, and their bedding.
Offal:  The entrails and internal organs of a butchered animal.
Open Burning:  The combustion of any matter in such a way that the products of the combustion are emitted to the open air without originating in or passing through equipment for which a permit could be issued under Section 9(b) of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/9(b)).
Open Dumping:  The consolidation of refuse from one or more sources at a disposal site that does not fulfill the requirements of a sanitary landfill (415 ILCS 5/3.305).
Owner:  Any person having any interest in the real estate in question as indicated in the records of the office of the County Supervisor of Assessments and/or the County Recorder, or who establishes, under this Ordinance, his or her ownership interest therein.

Person:  Any individual, partnership, co-partnership, firm, company, limited liability company, corporation, association, joint stock company, trust, estate, political subdivision, state agency, or any other legal entity, or their legal representative, agent or assigns (415 ILCS 5/3.315).

Person in Control of a Property:  Any person, in actual or constructive possession of a property, including, but not necessarily limited to, an owner, occupant, agent, or property manager of a property under his or her control, as that term is defined herein.

Premises and Property:  Any building, lot, parcel, dwelling, rental unit, real estate, or land, or portion thereof, including property used as residential, commercial or industrial property.  These terms may be used by this Solid Waste Ordinance interchangeably.
Recyclable Materials:  Materials that are separated from the waste stream and collected for recycling for use as a substitute for raw materials in a manufacturing process.  Examples include but are not limited to newspapers, office paper, cardboard, catalogs and other mail, glass and plastic food and beverage containers, aluminum & steel food and beverage cans, and other similar materials.  ADVANCE \d 5
Refuse:  Any discarded matter; or any matter which is to be reduced in volume, or otherwise changed in chemical or physical properties in order to facilitate its discard, removal or disposal.  Also, waste.
Restricted Area:  The area within the boundaries of any “municipality” as defined in the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/1-1-2), plus a zone extending one mile beyond the boundaries of any such municipality having a population of 1,000 or more according to the latest federal census.
Sanitary Landfill:  A facility permitted by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency for the disposal of waste on land meeting the requirements of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, P.L. 94-580, and regulations thereunder, and without creating nuisances or hazards to public health or safety, by confining the refuse to the smallest practical volume and covering it with a layer of earth at the conclusion of each day’s operation, or by such other methods and intervals as authorized by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency or by Illinois Pollution Control Board regulations.

Solid Waste:  Also called waste.
Trade Waste:  Any refuse resulting from the prosecution of any trade business, industry, commercial venture, utility or service activity, and any government or institutional activity, whether or not for profit.  The term includes landscape waste and construction or demolition waste but excludes agricultural waste.

Unlicensed Motor Vehicle:  A motor vehicle not currently licensed with the Illinois Secretary of State or any other State vehicle licensing agency.  The absence of license plates or the display license plates that have expired shall be prima facie evidence that a motor vehicle is unlicensed.

Vector:  Arthropods, rats, mice, birds or other animals capable of carrying disease-producing organisms to a human or animal host.  “Vector” does not include animals that transmit disease to humans only when used as human food.

Vehicle:  Except as otherwise specifically defined herein, shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, automobiles, motorcycles, trucks, motorized recreational vehicles, campers, travel trailers, boats on or off trailers, utility trailers, tractors, machinery, mobile homes and other such vehicles.  

Waste:  Any garbage, sludge from a waste treatment plant, water supply treatment plant, or air pollution control facility or other discarded material, including solid, liquid, semi-solid, or contained gaseous material resulting from industrial, commercial, mining and agricultural operations, and from community activities, as defined in the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/3.535).  Waste would include garbage, refuse, rubbish, trade waste, and construction or demolition debris.

III.
ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS & ENFORCEMENT
Notices, Orders and Hearings:

Notice to Abate Nuisance:  It shall be the duty of the Agency to enforce the provisions of the Solid Waste Ordinance.
Notices:   Whenever the Inspector determines that there are reasonable grounds to believe that there has been a violation of any provision of this Solid Waste Ordinance he/she shall give notice of such alleged violation to the person or persons responsible as hereinafter provided.  No notice or hearing as provided by this Section is required or a necessary precedent to the filing of any legal action to require compliance with the Solid Waste Ordinance or the filing of any legal proceeding, civil or criminal.

Hearing Granted Upon Request: Any person affected by any notice which has been issued in connection with the enforcement of any provision of this Solid Waste Ordinance or any rule or regulation adopted pursuant thereto as provided in this Solid Waste Ordinance may request and shall be granted a hearing on the matter before the Administrator.  Such person shall file with the Agency a written petition requesting such hearing and setting forth a brief statement of the grounds thereof within “Specific Number** days after the notice was served.

Administrator Duties for Hearing: Upon receipt of such petition, the Administrator shall set a time and place for such hearing, and shall give the petitioner written notice thereof.  At such hearing, the petitioner and/or inspector shall be given an opportunity to be heard, and to show why such notice should be modified or withdrawn; provided, that upon application of the petitioner, the Administrator may postpone the date of the hearing for a reasonable time beyond such “Specific Number” day period, if in his/her judgment the petitioner has submitted a good and sufficient reason for such postponement.

Notice Becomes Order: Any notice served pursuant to this Solid Waste Ordinance shall automatically become an order if a written petition for a hearing is not filed at the Agency within “Specific Number” days after such notice is served.

Proceedings Public Record: The proceedings of such hearing, including the findings and decision of the Administrator, shall be summarized, reduced to writing, and entered as a matter of public record at the Agency.  Such record shall also include a copy of every notice or order issued in connection with the matter.

Emergency Orders: Whenever the Inspector finds an emergency exists which requires immediate action to protect the public health, he/she may, without notice or hearing, issue an order reciting the existence of such an emergency and requiring such action be taken as deemed necessary to meet the emergency.  Notwithstanding the other provisions of this Solid Waste Ordinance, such order shall be effective immediately.  
Any person to whom such an order is directed shall comply therewith immediately, but upon petition to the Administrator shall be afforded a hearing as soon as possible.  After such hearing, depending upon his/her findings as to whether the provisions of this Solid Waste Ordinance and of the rules and regulations adopted pursuant thereto have been complied with, the Administrator shall continue such order in effect, or modify it or revoke it. 

Penalty & Abatement.

Violations of the terms of the Solid Waste Ordinance are hereby punishable by an order of abatement and a fine not to exceed “Specific Amount” ($000.00), with each “Time Period” the violation remains uncorrected constituting a separate offense.  Such fine may be imposed by a court upon the prosecution of any violation of the terms of this article.  Repeat offenses shall be subject to a fine of up to “Specific Amount” ($0000.00).  

Severability.
If any section, clause or provision of this Solid Waste Ordinance is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the article as a whole or any part thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid.

Effective Date.
This article and subsequent amendments shall become effective immediately upon its passage by the “Board.”

IV.
Public Nuisances Defined
A public nuisance consists of causing or allowing an unlawful act which:
A. 
Unreasonably annoys, injures, or endangers the comfort, repose, health, safety or welfare of others; or

B. 
Is unreasonably offensive to the senses; or

C. 
In any way renders other persons insecure in life or the use of property; or

D. 
Obstructs the free use of property so as to essentially interfere with the comfortable enjoyment of life and property; or

E. 
Creates or permits the existence or continuance of any of the specific nuisances identified in this Division.

Specific Public Nuisances Declared.
The following are hereby declared to be prohibited public nuisances: 

A. 
Litter/Refuse.
Filthy, littered or trash-covered premises or abutting street, road and alley rights-of-way for which a property owner is responsible, including, but not necessarily limited to:

1. 
Animal parts or wastes which are improperly stored, handled, contained, disposed of, transported or removed from the premises, including bones, meat, hides, skins, or any part of any dead animal, fish or fowl.

2. 
Any poisonous material or thing on any real estate, so as to allow access to it by any animal or person.

3. 
Accumulation of litter, as defined herein, on all exterior property and premises, and the interior of every structure.  This provision is not intended to abrogate the rights of lawfully established and operating commercial and/or industrial uses so long as said uses are conducted in an otherwise lawful manner.

4. 
All unused, abandoned or discarded refrigerators, ice boxes or like containers with the doors attached, which are left in any place exposed or accessible to children. 

5. 
All places used or maintained as waste disposal sites, junk yards, or automobile or machinery disassembly yards or buildings, not licensed and which are operating outside of specific conditions set forth for the operation of such businesses.

B. 
Abandoned, Inoperable and Un-licensed Motor Vehicles.
1. 
It is declared a menace to the public safety and welfare and a public nuisance for any person to cause, permit or allow to remain in the open for existence or storage upon any publicly or privately owned premises or land “Specific Number” abandoned, inoperable or unlicensed motor vehicles within the county and outside the municipal boundaries of any incorporated city or village within the county.

2. 
It is permissible to keep inoperable and un-licensed motor vehicles stored in any fully enclosed building, to keep inoperable historic motor vehicles over twenty-five (25) years of age which are licensed pursuant to Section 3-804 of the Motor Vehicle Code (625 ILCS 5/3-804) or to keep inoperable motor vehicles on the premises of a duly authorized place of business, licensed by the Illinois Secretary of State, engaged in the wrecking or junking of motor vehicles.

C. 
Weeds, Plants and Grasses over a Certain Height.

1.
It is declared a menace to the public safety and welfare and a public 


nuisance for any person to cause or allow weeds, plants or grasses, other 


than trees, bushes, flowers, food plants or other ornamental plants, to 


grow to a height exceeding ten (10) inches on a parcel of property one 


acre or less in size, located in a residential zoning district.
D. 
Uncovered, Windblown Garbage; Rubbish; Landscape Waste and Solid Waste.  

1.
It shall be unlawful for any person to place or permit to remain anywhere 
in the county any garbage, rubbish or solid waste, except in a tightly 
covered rodent & fly resistant container.  All such waste must be promptly 
recycled, or disposed of at a permitted pollution control facility to prevent 
unsanitary conditions, odors or wind blown litter.  It shall be unlawful to 
“Conduct a landscape waste composting operation without an agency 
permit, provide, however that no permit shall be required for any person:  
(1) conducting a landscape waste composting operation for landscape 
wastes generated by such person’s won activities which are stored, 
treated or disposed of within the site where such wastes are generated;” 
(415 IL 5/21, Section 21(q)(1))
E. 
Disposal on Property or in Containers of Another.

1.
No person shall deposit or cause to be deposited any refuse, landscape 


waste or recyclable materials on the property of another, including deposit 


inside containers, dumpsters, trash can or barrels intended for the deposit 


of those items by the occupants or owners of the property.  No person 


may take recyclable materials from the containers of another without their 


consent.
F. 
Open Dumping.   

No person shall: 

1. 
Cause or allow the open dumping of any waste.  

2. 
Abandon, dump, or deposit any waste upon the public highways or other public property, except in a sanitary landfill approved by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency.

3. 
Abandon any vehicle in violation of the Illinois Vehicle Code, as amended.

4. 
Conduct any waste-storage, waste-treatment, or waste-disposal operation in violation of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act or Illinois Pollution Control Board Regulations.

5. 
Dispose, treat, store or abandon any waste, except at a site or facility which meets the requirements of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act and regulations and standards there under.  

G. 
Hauling Wastes and Refuse.

1)
Any vehicle used for the purpose of carrying, carting, hauling or 



transporting garbage, rubbish, or miscellaneous waste shall be so 



constructed and covered as to prevent any part of the contents thereof 


from falling, leaking or spilling there from.  

H. 
Dead Animals.  

1)
It shall be unlawful for any person to allow the carcass of a dead animal to 

lie about his premises.  Such carcass shall be disposed of within twenty 


four (24) hours by burying, or by disposing of it within said time, to a 


person licensed to so dispose of such carcass; provided, that the 



Inspector may prohibit the hauling or transporting of the carcass of any 


animal which has died of a highly contagious, infectious or communicable 


disease. Burial of large domestic dead animals (livestock) shall be in 


accordance with the Illinois Dead Animal Disposal Act.
I. 
Animal Waste, Feces or Manure. 

1)
It shall be unlawful and a public nuisance to cause, permit or allow the 


accumulation of animal waste, feces or manure from domesticated 



animals (excluding livestock), that is handled, stored or disposed of in a 


manner that creates a potential health hazard (IE odor from anaerobic 


bacteria decomposition,  runoff, water well contamination, etc).
J. 
Offal.  

It shall be unlawful:

1. 
To throw or deposit, or cause to be thrown or deposited, any offal or the carcass of any animal, in any water, pond, spring, or well, or on land within the County.

2. 
To deposit on the ground surface any offal, manure, dead animal or other unsanitary substance upon any lot, street, alley, highway, park or any other place in “Name” County.  This does not apply to the application of septage, domestic and municipal sewage sludge, and manure to farm ground which is being done in accordance with provisions of State Law and County codes.
 K.
Open Burning.  

No person shall:

1. 
Cause or threaten or allow the discharge or emission of any contaminant into the environment in any State so as to cause or tend to cause air pollution, either alone or in combination with contaminants from other sources, or so as to violate regulations or standards adopted by the Illinois Pollution Control Board under the Illinois Environmental Protection Act;  (415 ILCS 5/9)

2. 
Construct, install, or operate any equipment, facility, vehicle, vessel, or aircraft capable of causing or contributing to air pollution or designed to prevent air pollution, without a permit granted by the IEPA , or in violation of any conditions imposed by such permit;

3. 
Cause or allow the open burning of refuse, conduct any salvage operation by open burning, or cause or allow the burning of any refuse in any chamber not specifically designed for the purpose and approved by the IEPA pursuant to regulations adopted by the Illinois Pollution Control Board under the Illinois Environmental Protection Act; 

The following activities are allowed if they meet the listed conditions, unless they cause air pollution as defined in this Ordinance, or are prohibited by local restrictions.

i. 
The open burning of agricultural waste, but only:

(1) 
On the premises on which such waste is generated; and 

(2) 
In areas other than restricted areas; and 

(3) 
When atmospheric conditions will readily dissipate contaminants; and 

(4) 
If such burning does not create a visibility hazard on roadways, railroad tracks or air fields; and 

(5) 
More than 305 meters (1,000 feet) from residential or other populated areas; and 

(6) 
When it can be affirmatively demonstrated that no economically reasonable alternative method of disposal is available.

ii. 
The open burning of domicile waste, but only:

(1) 
On the premises on which such waste is generated; and

(2) 
In areas other than restricted areas; and 

(3) 
When atmospheric conditions will readily dissipate contaminants; and 

(4) 
If such burning does not create a visibility hazard on roadways, railroad tracks or air fields.

iii. 
The open burning of landscape waste, but only:

(1) 
On the premises on which such waste is generated; and 

(2) 
When atmospheric conditions will readily dissipate contaminants; and 

(3) 
If such burning does not create a visibility hazard on roadways, railroad tracks or air fields; and

(4) 
In those areas of the State which are not in the following prohibited areas:

(a) 
Municipalities having a population in excess of 2,500 according to the latest federal census.

(b) 
Municipalities of any size which adjoin a municipality having a population in excess of 2,500.

(c) 
Rural areas 305 meters (1,000 feet) or less from a municipality in which open burning of landscape waste is prohibited.

iv. 
The setting of fires to combat or limit existing fires, when reasonably necessary in the judgment of the responsible government official.

v. 
The burning of fuels for legitimate campfire, recreational and cooking purposes, or in domestic fireplaces, provided that no garbage, or trade waste shall be burned in such cases.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency may grant permits for open burning in the following instances:

vi. 
For instruction in methods of fire fighting; or for testing of equipment for extinguishing fires, of flares, and signals, or of experimental incinerators, or for research in control of fires; 

vii. 
For the destruction of vegetation on site under circumstances in which its removal would necessitate significant environmental damage;

viii. 
For research or management in prairie or forest ecology;

ix. 
For the burning of landscape waste in any area of the State if such burning is conducted with the aid of an air curtain destructor or comparable device to reduce emissions substantially; and does not occur within 305 meters (1,000 feet) of any residential or other populated area;

x. 
In a disaster area, for the open burning of clean wooden building debris, landscape waste and agricultural waste caused by a disaster.
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
