1. All units of government of local government would be prohibited from banning, or regulating in any manner, the use, disposition, or sale, of ‘auxiliary containers’. “’Auxiliary containers’ means a bag, cup, bottle, or other packaging that is designed to be reusable or single-use; that is made of cloth, paper, plastic, cardboard, corrugated material, aluminum, glass, postconsumer recycled material, or similar material or substrates, including coated, laminated, or multi-layer substrates; and that is designed for transporting, containing, or protecting merchandise, food, or beverages from a food service or retail establishment.”
Counties, and municipalities may regulate ‘auxiliary containers’ as long as they only do so as follows:

a. Apply a $0.05 fee on single-use plastic and paper bags.

b. The $0.05 fee shall be divided as follows:

i. The retailer shall keep $0.02;

ii. The county, or municipality shall utilize the $0.03 to contract with a governmental entity whose primary function is environmental protection and operates permanent and temporary household hazardous waste facilities or a private vendor whose primary function is to collect and process permanent and temporary household hazardous waste These facilities must take back at least the following items: oil-based paints, latex paints, paint thinners, herbicides, insecticides, pesticides, gasoline, pool chemicals, cleaning products, mercury, household batteries, used motor oil, oil filters, drain cleaners, lawn chemicals, solvents, antifreeze, hobby chemicals, aerosol paints, fluorescent lamp bulbs, pharmaceuticals, carpets, and mattresses. 

iii. The retailer shall remit the $0.03 to IDOR on the ST-1 and IDOR shall remit the $0.03 to the county in question or the municipality. 

Any county or city that had a bag fee as of February 1, 2017 would be allowed to maintain its ordinance without changes.  Such qualifying counties or cities would be prohibited from making further changes to their ordinance unless the county or city wanted to revert to the state’s model ordinance.
